This	 program	 is	
endorsed	by	SAMU.	It	includes	PHTLS,	ITLS	and	GIAT	standards	as	core	course.

Time,	Loca@on	&	Resources	

The	course	will	take	place	at	SAMU	Escuela	de	Emergencias	at	Gelves,	Seville	during	May-July	of	2016,	
along	4	days	from	09:00h	through	21:00h	with	a	two-hour	break	for	lunch.	It	requires	a	minimum	of	
80%	of	agendance,	for	a	total	of	40	contact	hours,	in	order	to	successfully	pass	the	course.	

Program	par@cipants	will	be	provided	with	reading	material	such	as	PHTLS	8th	ed.	and	ATLS	9th	ed.,	but	
this	is	not	compulsory.	All	teaching	material	will	be	sponsored	by	SAMU,	including	personal	protec@ve	
equipment,	except	for	working	gloves.		

All	program	par@cipants	will	be	asked	to	wear	 long-sleeved	shirts,	 long	pants	and	close-toed	shoes,	
and	to	bring	an	extra	change	of	clothes	every	day,	as	they	may	get	wet	or	dirty.	

Assessment
